A. 40 days               …
“In my first book I told you, Theophilus, about everything Jesus began to do and teach  until the day He was taken up to heaven after giving His chosen apostles further instructions through the Holy Spirit. During the forty days after He suffered and died, He appeared to the apostles from time to time, and He proved to them in many ways that He was actually alive. And He talked to them about the Kingdom of God. Once when He was eating with them, He commanded them, ‘Do not leave Jerusalem until the Father sends you the gift He promised, as I told you before.  John baptized with water, but in just a few days you will be baptized with the Holy Spirit.’” Act 1:1-5
1. Jesus spent 40 days                       He was really alive!
2. Jesus spent 40 days              about the Kingdom of God.

B. Jesus led them to Bethany…

“And now I will send the Holy Spirit, just as My Father promised. But stay here in the city until the Holy Spirit comes and fills you with power from heaven.” Luke 24:49
“And I will ask the Father, and He will give you another Advocate, who will never leave you.” John 14:16
3. Jesus was to be placed as          at the right hand of God.
“When the Lord Jesus had finished talking with them, He was taken up into heaven and sat down in the place of honor at God’s right hand.” Mark 16:19
“Now He is exalted to the place of highest honor in heaven, at God’s right hand. And the Father, as He had promised, gave Him the Holy Spirit to pour out upon us, just as you see and hear today.”                          Acts 2:33
“But Stephen, full of the Holy Spirit, gazed steadily into heaven and saw the glory of God, and he saw Jesus standing in the place of honor at God’s right hand.” Acts 7:55

“Yes, I came from the Father into the world, and now I will leave the world and return to the Father.” John 16:28
“Before the Passover celebration, Jesus knew that His hour had come to leave this world and return to His Father. He had loved His disciples during His ministry on earth, and now He loved them to the very end.” John 13:1
 “Jesus knew that the Father had given Him authority over everything and that He had come from God and would return to God.” John 13:3

“For, there is one God and one Mediator who can reconcile God and humanity—the man Christ Jesus.” 1 Timothy 2:5
“Therefore He is able, once and forever, to save those who come to God through Him. He lives forever to intercede with God on their behalf.” Hebrews 7:25
“Here is the main point: We have a High Priest who sat down in the place of honor beside the throne of the majestic God in heaven.” Hebrews 8:1
“My dear children, I am writing this to you so that you will not sin. But if anyone does sin, we have an advocate who pleads our case before the Father. He is Jesus Christ, the one who is truly righteous.” 1 John 2:1

D. So, what should we do now?
1. Don’t stand still and stare around!
“why are you standing here staring into heaven?”
2. Don’t get sidetracked on what is really important!
“So when the apostles were with Jesus, they kept asking Him, ‘Lord, has the time come for You to free Israel and restore our kingdom?’ He replied, ‘The Father alone has the authority to set those dates and times, and they are not for you to know.’” Acts 1:6-7
